· A letter from the candidate (maximum 500 words, single-spaced) outlining their contributions to hockey within Pelham Minor Hockey, what the game of hockey has meant to them, Goals and other information such as volunteer or community involvement
· One (1) letter of reference from current school on official letterhead (non-relative)
· One (1) letter of reference from a hockey-related organization on official letterhead (non-relative)
· Evidence of any other awards, accomplishments, volunteerism, etc.
